Health Requirements
2010-2011 School Year

The following requirements are to make sure children are healthy and ready to learn. These are Federal and child care licensing requirements we must comply with to meet the standards of care. If your child does not have Medicaid, CHP+ or is underinsured we will work with you to obtain health insurance coverage to pay for medical expenses.

Health Insurance
Please bring  your insurance card.  If your child does not have coverage, our staff will assist you in finding the programs that best suit your family.
Immunizations
Must be up to date prior to enrollment. Your child cannot come to school without them. We require a current card or form completed by your provider.

Health Screenings
Screenings include vision, hearing, speech, and development. These screens will be scheduled at Head Start.

Physical Exam
Must be completed before your child attends Head Start. Please provide us with a copy of the physical exam form before your child starts school
Dental Exam
Must be completed within 90 days of your child starting school. Please refer to the attached list of dental providers.

Lead Testing
Must be completed before your child attends Head Start. If your child has had a previous lead level done, we will need a copy of the test for our records.

Hemoglobin
American Academy of Pediatrics recommends yearly screening for iron-deficiency anemia starting at 12 months of age. Please ask your health care provider if your child has been recently tested for anemia.
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
