Application and Reimbursement Procedures

  Applications for cost share funds may be obtained from the Longmont Conservation District office at 9595 Nelson Road Box D, Longmont, CO 80501 or by calling the office for a copy at (303) 776-4034 x3.  Applicant must submit a completed reimbursement form, receipts for the chemicals used and label information showing that the chemicals are recommended for the targeted species.  Completed applications must be returned to the District Office and will be reimbursed on a first come first served basis.

The Longmont Conservation District is granted authority to administer a cost share program within their legal boundaries by CRS 35-70-108.  The District assumes no liability for any damages which may result from the purchase, storage, or application of any chemicals involved in this cost share.
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Noxious Weed

Cost Share Program
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Program Purpose

  To reduce or eliminate the infestation of noxious weeds on non-cropland.

Who is Eligible

  A landowner or operator on land that is located in the Longmont Conservation District.  Operators who apply for cost-share will also need to sign a statement indicating that the landowner has been informed and is agreeable with participation in the program.  The landowner or operator cannot currently be under a separate cost share agreement with the District or the NRCS for pest management.  

Cost Share Rates

  Reimbursement will be 50% of the actual cost of the chemicals not to exceed $100 per farm per year with a limit of $500 per individual or entity (this also includes irrigation ditch companies).

Policies

1. Cost share is authorized for the purchase of chemicals or biological control or organic control only.

2. Cost share is for treatment of non-cropland areas only.

3. Noxious weeds on the Boulder County or Weld County Noxious Weed List are the targeted species.

4. Only chemicals labeled for use on targeted weed species are cost shared.

5. The application will be self-certified subject to spot check by NRCS staff or Board Supervisors. 

6. Funds will be available until the cost share amount allocated is expended unless renewed by the District Supervisors.

Weed Cost Share Application
I (we) request cost share assistance to help defray the cost of controlling one or more of the Boulder County or Weld County noxious weeds.  I (we) are not currently under an agreement with the District or NRCS for pest management.  I (we) agree to the following:

1. Only lands within the boundaries of the Longmont Conservation District are eligible for this program.  Only the targeted weeds are eligible for the program.

2. Chemicals must be applied according to the product label.

3. A detailed hand-drawn map of the land that was treated.  The District Office can supply an aerial map for this purpose.

4. All chemicals for reimbursement must be supported by receipts showing:

a. Name and address of supplier

b. Date of purchase

c. Name and address of buyer

d. Product names

e. Total cost of each product purchased

5. Maximum reimbursement will be 50% of the actual cost of chemicals not to exceed $100 for any farm per calendar year.  Taxes and labor will not be included in the reimbursement funds.

6. The Longmont Conservation District assumes no liability for any damage which may result from the purchase, storage, or application of any chemicals involved in this cost share program.

7. Funds will be distributed on a first-come, first-served basis according to the date of the claim.

8. Reimbursement will be made by check after the claim has been approved.

I hereby certify that I have read and understand the program and agree to its provisions.  I further certify that the land for which cost sharing is being requested is within the Longmont Conservation District boundaries and that I have or will inform the owner(s) if applicable about my participation in this cost share program.
